PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

OPEN TIME FOR PUBLIC EXPRESSION

Chair Mclnerney asked if any members of the public would like to address the Council. There

were no public comments.
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REPORTS AND COMMENTS
A. COUNCIL MEMBERS

Councilmember Wright stated that Ross Valley is moving forward with the Coalition for Healthy
Youth Initiative. They met the evening before and will be approaching the Authority to request it
serve as the fiscal agent on behalf of the Town. He recognized Councilmembers Chu and
Ravasio for their assistance and support.

Councilmember Chu added that the coalition was funded $50,000 this year which can serve to
assist in the formation of additional coalitions throughout Marin.

B. MANAGEMENT COMMITTEE

City Manager Schwartz thanked CMPA Command staff who provided security for the
Wednesday evening Larkspur City Council meeting, which was well attended by individuals
having challenges containing their emotions.

C. CHIEF CUSIMANO

Chief Cusimano announced the birth of his son, Carter Ryan, and recognized Captain Shirk for
his coverage over the last couple of weeks.

Captain Shirk gave the following report:

e Hall Middle School students graduated without incident, along with a host of Marin high
schools over the last couple of weeks; and

e CMPA has hired three new police officers: 1) Ronald Flores; 2) Benjamin Axthelm; and
3) Jared Boss. He gave a brief background on each and said they will be introduced next
week and sworn in on June 24" at 10AM.

CONSENT CALENDAR

A. Approval of Minutes: April 17, 2014

City Manager Schwartz apologized for not submitting Item C in time for inclusion in the packet
and recommended it be pulled and postponed to the next meeting. Councilmembers concurred.

ACTION: It was M/S/C (Wright/Furst) to approve Consent Calendar Items A and B, with
correction to the minutes and to continue Item C to the next meeting, which carried by the

following vote: 6-0 (Ayes: Mclnerney, Chu, Ravasio, Furst, Morrison and Wright. Noes: None.
Absent: None.)

Chair Mclnerney moved up Item E on the agenda.

E. Annual FY 2012-2013 Audited Financial Statements of the Central Marin Police
Authority
Recommendation: that Council receive and acknowledge the audited financial
Statements.

City Manager Schwartz gave the staff report and an overview of the audit process, stating that
Maze and Associates audited CMPA’s financial statements for the year ending June 30, 2013.
The management letter indicates that the CMPA has no material weaknesses. He recognized
Tim Krisch, Vice President, and his team who conducted the audit and said he was very pleased
with the relationship and results of the audit.

Tim Krisch, Vice President, Maze and Associates, highlighted that the Authority received an
unmodified or clean opinion which is the highest they can bestow on an agency. He noted that
although the budget is rather tight and the General Fund does not have a lot of room with
reserves the Authority is in solid financial shape as of June 30 2013. Within their internal control
testing, they found no findings or no material weaknesses, no deficiencies or other subject
matter, and he said he was available for questions.

Councilmember Wright questioned the reserve standard of 10% and asked if this is typical of
agencies. Mr. Krisch stated that 10% has become the new norm, but as someone who runs a
company he would recommend larger reserves. However, he also recognized that the agency has
only so much to go around to keep operations moving and 10% is a great starting point.

Councilmember Morrison asked what level Mr. Krisch recommends the reserves be set. Mr.
Krisch noted that the new GASB comes out in 2015 that addresses a JPA or where an entity did
not have legal commitment for debt and where they must analyze the health of the organization.
He believes 20% to 30% would be healthier; however, the public might also question this level.

Councilmember Chu supported a reserve of 25% given that one of the differences with the JPA
is that they get funded by the cities and do not have an 8-month gap waiting for property taxes.

There were no further questions or comments, no public comment, and the Board unanimously
received and acknowledged the audited financial statements.
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BUSINESS ITEMS
A.Establishing Minimum Balances for the Central Marin Police Authority Reserve
Fund
Recommendation: that Council receive staff report, take public comment and establish a
minimum balances and payments to the fund and approve Resolution No. 04/14
establishing a Minimum Balances for the Central Marin Police Authority Reserve Fund.

City Manager Schwartz referred to the staff report, stating that the recommendation is that the
Council establish minimum balances and payments to fund and approve Resolution No. 04/14
establishing a minimum balance for the CMPA Reserve Fund. He stated that the California
Municipal Finance Officers Association recommends that public agencies should attempt to
maintain at least a 10% unrestricted reserve against expenditures. If adopted, the City of
Larkspur, the Town of San Anselmo and the Town of Corte Madera would each be responsible
for one-third of the dry period reserve. Based on the Authority’s FY 2014-15 budget of
$10,800,000, each agency would provide approximately $360,000.

Mr. Schwartz further explained that $750,000 is carried over in the Reserve Fund when Larkspur
and Corte Madera had funded the former Twin Cities Police Authority. Therefore, these cities
would not need to contribute this fiscal year. The San Anselmo Town Manager supports its town
contributing its share of approximately $160,000 which is recommended to be spread over a
period of years at $75,000 annually until the reserve minimum is met.

Chair Mclnerney asked for questions and comments and there were none. He opened and closed
public comment, seeing no speakers.

ACTION: It was M/S/C (Ravasio/Furst) to approve Resolution No. 04/14 establishing a
Minimum Balances for the Central Marin Police Authority Reserve Fund, which carried by the

following vote: 6-0 (Ayes: Mclnerney, Chu, Ravasio, Furst, Morrison and Wright. Noes: None.
Absent: None.)

B. Resolution No. 05/14 Adopting Central Marin Police Authority Funding Formula
for Fiscal Year 2014-2015
Recommendation: that Council receive presentation on the proposed funding formula
and approve Resolution No. 05/14 adopting the Central Marin Police Authority Funding
Formula for Fiscal Year 2014-2015.

Chief Cusimano presented the staff report, stating the proposed formula for FY 2014/15 between
all agencies applies to the cost of Field Operations. Current staffing levels in the Field
Operations Division consist of 38 employees with an operating budget of $6,452,361. The
funding formula calls for a split of 25.27% for the Town of Corte Madera, a split of 31.19% for
the City of Larkspur and a split of 43.54% for the Town of San Anselmo. Costs are allocated
according to the number of calls for service, total crimes, citations, and accidents on a rolling
three-year period. This method ensures that if one member has additional patrol/field needs, the
costs are fairly allocated to the Town/City receiving the service.
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Chief Cusimano referred to the budget packet on page 37 which details the funding split. Their
budget is broken down into 6 sections and the funding formula only affects Field Operations. He
explained that the formula recognizes that Larkspur and Corte Madera had made prior payments
when the Authority operated as Twin Cities Police before San Anselmo was included, and he
discussed comparisons from last year to the present and said the formula will vary slightly from
year to year.

Chief Cusimano discussed streamlining operations with policing, quality of life issues which
vary from community to community, traffic citations, and extra police patrols, noise issues, and
he noted that the Authority receives more calls for service in San Anselmo than the other two
communities because of quality of life issues. He then reviewed statistics for Part I and II crimes
in each community, citation statistics, and after reviewing the philosophy of community policing
he has determined the Authority needs to increase resources for traffic enforcement.

In response to questions about citation issuance, Chief Cusimano explained how the Authority
loses money for every ticket issued and this relates to court appearances, overtime, and allocation
from ticket revenues. Overall, each community is unique in what the Authority provides in the
way of services, and the funding formula takes this into account.

In response to a question of the Chair regarding San Anselmo quality of life issues, Chief
Cusimano explained that while San Anselmo is roughly the same size as Larkspur, it does not
have the neighborhood groups established like Corte Madera and Larkspur do. This relationship
draws on existing neighborhood email contact information which leads to the ability to resolve
crime or issues without having to communicate with just one person multiple times on a single
issue. He noted that the Authority has also rearranged its method of certain service responses by
using cadets, motorcycle police, and utilizing existing contacts for things like parking issues,
noise complaints, and responding to miscellaneous calls for service all of which result in more
streamlined operations.

Chief Cusimano then discussed the psychology associated with the transition of San Anselmo
losing their police department and people blaming police when things go wrong. He thinks it
will take a couple of years before community policing in San Anselmo is fully effective and this
is when quality of life calls will be reduced and/or can be better streamlined.

Vice Chair Ravasio concurred with the Chief’s assessment and discussed Corte Madera’s
organization of neighborhoods around NextDoor.com which helps in reducing calls for service
and quality of life issues.

Chair Mclnerney referred to citations and asked that the Authority is pursuing all available traffic
strategies other than issuing citations. Chief Cusimano said traffic is a strategy with the need for
education and engineering. He discussed the Authority’s work with the town’s Public Works
departments and speed reduction strategies. Police are also limited along Sir Francis Drake
Boulevard area, given that this is enforced by the County Sheriff which has different policing
philosophies. He believes they will see positive results over time from re-engineering. working
with the community, and reiteration of the community policing philosophies.

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Councilmember Wright referred to the Resolution and asked for correction to the second
“WHEREAS?” clause to read, “WHEREAS, the proposed Funding Formula for fiscal year 2014-
2015 is comprised of a split of...” Chief Cusimano noted the correction to the resolution.

Chair Mclnerney opened the public comment period.

Public Comments:

Steve Lamb questioned whether Greenbrae is included in the funding formula and whether or not
the County contributes at all as a result. He also asked if officers can bicycle parts of the
community as is done in downtown San Rafael.

Chief Cusimano explained that portions of Greenbrae are policed and incorporated into
Larkspur’s funding formula. The Authority has five bicycles bikes which were purchased
through grants. The Authority also receives $5,000 to pay for overtime and bike education safety
programs, and officers patrol all bike paths regularly.

City Manager Schwartz noted that the Bon Air Shopping Center and portions of Greenbrae are in
Larkspur, and Sir Francis Drake Boulevard is entirely within the County’s jurisdiction.

ACTION: It was M/S/C (Morrison/Wright) to approve Resolution No. 05/14, adopting the
Central Marin Police Authority Funding Formula for Fiscal Year 2014-2015, as corrected, which
carried by the following vote: 6-0 (Ayes: Mclnerney, Chu, Ravasio, Furst, Morrison and Wright.
Noes: None. Absent: None.)

C. Resolution No. 06/14 Adopting FY 2014-2015 Budget for the Central Marin Police
Authority
Recommendation: that Council receive presentation on the proposed budget and approve
Resolution No. 06/14 adopting the Central Marin Police Authority budget for Fiscal Year
2014-2015.

Chief Cusimano gave a presentation on the FY 2014/15 budget and recognized Larkspur
Director of Finance Cathy Orme and her team for their work on the budget, noting that narratives
were added for every line item to provide transparency and more detail. He said because of
combined savings from consolidation and the funding formula, the Authority has been able to
reduce its budget and eliminate over 12 positions. The Authority has remained a strong presence
in all communities and has reduced redundancies with administration while maintaining a full
breadth of police services, improvement of response times, and reduction of overall incidents of
crime to a decade average while other agencies have had increased crime.

Chief Cusimano explained that the budget is separated into 6 categories with a shared funding
formula. He discussed funding formulas for each category and said MERA’s prior debt payment
is separated amongst the three member communities. The School Resources Officer is funded
through Measure E and the total proposed operating cost is $10,825,000. He noted the current
budget reflects what was in effect 8 fiscal cycles which is a significant achievement as compared
with other policing agencies.
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While there have been increases with PERS, medical costs, workers’ compensation costs and a
planned salary increase effective July 1% for non-administrative employees, there have been
multiple retirements and changes in the organization which have lowered their overall budget
from the last fiscal year to the current fiscal year and he believes this will continue to happen.

Councilmember Chu referred to PERS expenses as flat this year, and asked how the change in
the actuarial affects the next phasing. Director of Finance Cathy Orme stated they will look at
some increases for PERS by about 7% to 8%. However, given retiring workers, newly hired
employees under a different tier structure, and the fact that the three member agencies not having
a 2% at 50 formula, this should assist in balancing out any increases.

Vice Chair Ravasio questioned how the baseline was calculated resulting in savings. Chief
Cusimano explained that the baseline was calculated on a 5 year average and during times when
two of the agencies were fully staffed, which resulted in an overall reduction of 12 positions.

Chief Cusimano then read portions of the Police Authority Summary, which includes the
Authority’s mission statement, motto, and organizational values, and he discussed pride in the
patch. The Authority’s budget is $10.8 million, with a total of 58 employees, 45 of which are
sworn, and the agency provides service to approximately 35,000 residents. He reviewed portions
of the FY 2014/15 budget relating to Administration and its program elements, accomplishments
and goals. He stated page 4 denotes budget differences between FY 2013/14 and FY 2014/15,
and commented that they moved the support services sergeant into Investigations. Pages 5
through 10 are narratives which talk about how the Authority spends its funds.

Chief Cusimano referred to police communications or dispatch and described the Authority’s
current dispatching services. He discussed the option of being able to provide dispatching
services for Southern Marin and the other option to do nothing at all. The Authority’s
communications budget is $1.5 million and he is evaluating the possibility of moving current
dispatch operations to the County. While there is a difference between how sheriffs and officers
police, dispatch services are the same. He noted that the POA and the Administration team
continue to meet on the subject and he said he wanted to vet this to the Authority as a team,
noting there could be opportunities for annual savings of between $400,000 and $500,000. He
stated it could be a better service delivery, the 5 full time dispatchers would be guaranteed a job,
and he will return this concept to the Authority in the future.

Councilmember Wright referred to the MERA bond payment number and confirmed that the
$80,000 combined amount is the debt payment split between three ways, and if the parcel tax
passes in November, it will be run through the Authority, with all three agencies being
represented. If the bond measure does not pass, the numbers will double. City Manager
Schwartz indicated that page 37 shows what all three agencies are currently paying for the
MERA.

Chair Mclnerney said he likes the idea with consolidating dispatch with the County, and asked
what service enhancements would come from it. Chief Cusimano said the dispatch center is a
large professional center with numerous consoles. There is constant supervision which results in
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better training and expectations, resulting in a highly trained and better supervised employee. He
also noted that the county also dispatches medical calls whereas currently, medical calls come to
the Authority and there is a 25 second delay to transfer the call, and this alone would be
considered a significant service improvement.

Chief Cusimano then briefly provided an overview of Investigations, the Authority’s Juvenile
Detective and School Resources Officer, and Field Operations. He discussed the various grant
programs which contribute to the Authority’s revenues: $300,000 from COPS grant for traffic
team, $42,000 from Homeland Security; $50,000 from the Twin Cities Healthy Youth Coalition,
Vehicle Abatement grants, and Measure E funds that pays for school resource officers. He also
reported that an officer will be attending the computer crimes task force in Napa and 80% of his
total salary and benefits are paid for him to be there full time. The Chief said he is
recommending not backfilling his position yet unless necessary, which will further add to
savings for the budget.

The Council thanked and recognized Chief Cusimano and his team for their excellent policing
work and the budget.

ACTION: It was M/S/C (Ravasio/Chu) to approve Resolution No. 06/14 adopting the Central
Marin Police Authority budget for Fiscal Year 2014-2015, which carried by the following vote:
6-0 (Ayes: Mclnerney, Chu, Ravasio, Furst, Morrison and Wright. Noes: None. Absent: None.)

D. Resolution No. 07/14 Adopting FY 2014-2015 Building Operation and Maintenance
Budget
Recommendation: that Council receive presentation on the proposed budget and approve
Resolution No. 07/14 adopting the Building Operation and Maintenance Budget for
Fiscal Year 2014-20135.

Chief Cusimano gave the staff report, stating the Building Operations and Maintenance budget
was started last year and is funded through Measure E funds. The Building Operations and
Maintenance budget is funded at a rate of $100,000 annually through proceeds received from the
proceeds from the Community Facilities District No. 2008-01 Special Tax funds. The Authority
appropriates funds for the administration of facility operations and maintenance and the budget
provides $42,000 for facility management with the remainder directed to monitoring of the
methane detection system, all systems testings, annual inspections and certifications, generator,
and landscape maintenance. Kevin Scott, Facility Manager has arrived at this budget. It is a
conservative number and is based on assumptions, warranties and management and his part-time
salary is budgeted at $35,000 annually; however, this may reduce due to his efficiencies.

Councilmember Wright asked and confirmed that the funding is a fixed amount every year and
shared by each member agency.

Chair Mclnerney opened public comment.

Steve Lamb asked and confirmed the proposal is solely the Authority’s building operations and
maintenance budget.

ACTION: It was M/S/C (Morrison/Furst) to approve Resolution No. 07/14 adopting the
Building Operation and Maintenance Budget for Fiscal Year 2014-2015, which carried by the
following vote: 6-0 (Ayes: Mclnerney, Chu, Ravasio, Condon, Morrison and Wright. Noes:
None. Absent: None.)

E. Resolution No. 08/14 Adopting Police Vehicle Lease Program
Recommendation: that Council receive presentation on the proposed four year lease
program with Ford Motor Company and approve Resolution No. 08/14 adopting a four
year lease program with Ford Motor Company.

Lieutenant Theo Mainaris gave an overview of the Police Vehicle Lease Program, noting that
before the Council is a resolution requesting the purchase of two vehicles. He stated any vehicle
purchases over a certain amount must be approved by the Council. The Authority has a total of
14 front line vehicles and 2 vehicles that are deadlined. The request is to replace the 2 deadlined
vehicles with 2015 Ford Explorer (Interceptor) SUV’s. The vehicles will be purchased through a
lease agreement through Ford Motor Credit at $26,000 each. When adding expenses, the total is
$96,000 over a 4 year lease period. Also an important advantage is that the fixed cost is more
palatable when spread over time, and the Authority can incorporate all equipment into the lease,
as well.

Chief Cusimano commented that at the end of the 4 years the Authority will own the vehicles
and adding the two new vehicles will allow them to keep the older vehicles in rotation longer. He
also cited a 7 year warranty included, and the insurance pool’s study which arrived at 5
recommended vehicles, the top being the Explorer SUV.

Councilmember Furst asked and confirmed that the “Interceptor” refers to the type of Explorer
vehicle. In response to Chair Mclnerney, at the end of the lease vehicles are able to be sold to the
public through auction.

ACTION: It was M/S/C (Furst/Ravasio) to approve Resolution No. 08/14 adopting a four year
lease program with Ford Motor Company, which carried by the following vote: 6-0 (Ayes:
Mclnerney, Chu, Ravasio, Condon, Morrison and Wright. Noes: None. Absent: None.)
